Finishing the Fuselage
1. Add ply root ribs to fuse wing roots.

2. (OPTIONAL: Add a small piece of carbon fiber sheet for tow hook if you use a gorilla winch or you have a lead foot.) Pic #1
3. Cut hole in fuse and carbon fiber for tow hook.

4. Build canopy tray. Pic #3
Picture #1
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5. Cut a servo tray from scrap 1/8 ply or use spruce servo rails, etc. (Pic #1)
6. Assemble plane. Add lead shot to small zip lock bag. Determine the amount to balance at CG. (30-35% of chord)

7. When amount has been determined, disassemble plane.

8. Prop fuse on its nose. Mix a batch of (short time) epoxy. Place all of the lead shot into nose and cover with epoxy.

9. Drill a 3/16 hole in bottom of nose of fuse. Be careful as lead shot will fall out.  Cut a 3/16” nylon bolt to ¼” length. Screw into the hole.  This will allow change of GC as ship is trimmed out.
